tober 15, 2008, turned out to be a chilly and
lustery day, but that didn’t deter the friends
and family of Pam Brown. They gathered
outside the Emergency Services Department
(ESD) to dedicate a bench in her memory and in
celebration of her life. Pam had worked in the
Emergency Room as a registered nurse and had been
awarded the “My Nurse Made a Difference” top honor
shortly before her death.

Staff collected money among themselves to use for a
memorial. They brought the funds to their department
director to determine how the money could be used in
Pam’s memory. The collection was paired with funds
from the Rice Health Foundation that had been
designated for Emergency Services special use.

With the combined funds, they were able to purchase a
sturdy, all-weather bench in honor of Pam’s love of the
outdoors. Set outside of the ESD, the bench is the
perfect place for staff to spend a quiet moment, yet
remain close in the event of an emergency. The
inscription reads: “In Loving Memory of Pam Brown,  standing (I to r), Pam’s co-workers: Cindy Rice, Julie Suedbeck, Kat
RN” and it also has the symbol for breast cancer Carlson, Monica Stiel.
